2. I hereby represent and warrant to the Festival that (a) I am duly authorized, on my own behalf and on behalf of all other persons or entities who have any ownership rights in the Work, to exhibit this Work at the Festival, (b) this exhibition will not violate any law or any right or consent of any person or entity and (c) the Work is not subject to litigation nor is it threatened by any litigation.

3. If accepted, I acknowledge that the exploitation of the Work does not create any confidential or fiduciary relationship between the Festival and I.  I understand that I will not receive any compensation for such exploitation, although some prizes at the Festival may include cash awards.  I acknowledge that no obligation of any kind is assumed by or may be implied against the Festival or the Art Institutes International of Minnesota because of the Festival's selection of the Work.  I understand and acknowledge that the selection of my Work by the Festival does not in any way constitute an express or implied endorsement or approval by the Festival or the Art Institutes International of Minnesota of the content of the Work or any opinion expressed therein.

4. I agree to indemnify and hold harmless the Festival, the Art Institutes International of Minnesota, the affiliate, subsidiary and parent entities of each, and the officers, directors, employees, attorneys, creative advisors and agents of each of the foregoing from and against any and all claims, losses, or liabilities (including reasonable attorneys' fees) that may be asserted against any of the foregoing or incurred by any of the foregoing at any time in connection with the Work or the Festival's use thereof, and/or arising from any breach or alleged breach of any representation made by me to the Festival.

RULES & REGULATIONS

ADMINISTRATION:

The Blockhead Festival is organized by The Art Institutes International Minnesota. It is dedicated to the encouragement of student success and the promotion of media arts.

QUALIFICATION FOR ENTRIES:
NOTE: Works that run longer than three minutes will not be accepted. If the piece in its entirely is longer than three minutes, the entrant must submit a segment of the work, or a montage of the work, that is no longer than three minutes’ total running time (including credits).

The festival categories are as follows:

· 3D Modeling/Rendering: 3D Modeling refers to any combination of objects, characters, or environments created in a 3D application.  Models may or may not be textured, but participants are highly encouraged to have textured models.  However, proper lighting should be implemented in either case to reveal forms of the models.  Rendering refers to 3D objects that are textured, lit, and rendered.  Modeling emphasis will be on form, level of detail, presentation, and efficiency of topology, as much as can be determined. Rendering emphasis will be on modeling, as well as photorealism OR a unified and stylized “look” created through proficient art direction and implementation of materials, textures, and lights.

· Animation: Any traditionally or digitally animated work may be entered.  The work does not have to have a complete narrative and may simply be a series of shots or a portion of a narrative.  Modeling, texturing, lighting, and color will not be emphasized in judging but are strongly encouraged to be included.

· Visual Effects: The work integrates live action with CGI and/or other live action elements that create a realistic and seamless whole.  Pieces should be presented in a breakdown or step-through style to show layers and elements.

· Motion Graphics: Any experimental, conceptual, or commercial project that incorporates graphics, images, type and video elements.
· Short Film: A live-action piece no longer than three minutes in total running time.  Emphasis will be placed on shooting, directing, and editing.

· Theme Category: A work from any of the above disciplines on the theme, “The Relationship Between Human and Machine.”  Total running time is less than three minutes.
· Alumni Category: Works of any of the previous types, completed after graduation by alumni of The Art Institutes International Minnesota.

PRE-SELECTION

Pre-selection will be judged by Ai Minnesota faculty. Works will be judged within their categories for innovation and excellence, artistic appeal, level of detail, and technical achievement.

During pre-selection, the faculty may determine that an entered work is not appropriate for the category in which it was submitted, but that it is fitting of another category.  In this case, the faculty will re-categorize the submission.  For example, a submission to the visual effects category that the faculty deems is mostly focused on motion graphics may be moved to the motion graphics category.

FINAL JURY:
The Festival will select several representatives of the media arts industry in Minnesota. 

The decisions of the jury are final.  

IF YOUR WORK IS SELECTED…
Directors or Producers may, if they wish, provide supplemental materials, which the festival may use to promote the work and the festival.  These materials are optional and include the following:

· A three-minute making-of featurette, which may include visual development of the work and /or interviews with the filmmaker(s) (see technical requirements above).

· A photograph of the filmmaker(s) in TIFF or Targa format.

· Two still images from the submitted project (2K for CGI and NTSC for video).

If the entrant decides to provide these materials, they must reach the festival office before the submission deadline listed above.
PRIZES:
All entrants whose work is accepted to be shown in the festival will receive a certificate of achievement.

Monetary prizes will be awarded for 1st and 2nd places in each category with the exception of the Alumni category.

The jury, at its discretion, may also award additional prizes.

The jury has the right to withhold an award in any category where no entries, in its view, meet its standards for recognition.

INVITATIONS:
There is no cost for admission to the screening, which is open to the public. However, the festival administration will reserve VIP seats for the jury and the finalists for the main competition.
